Legacy Gifts

A planned gift offers flexibility, tax benefits, and

can benefit both you and BYSO-during your lifetime and
in the future. You can name BYSO as a beneficiary of the
following types of accounts by completing a beneficiary
designation form with your financial institution.

Donor-Advised Fund: If you have a donor-advised fund
(DAF), you can name BYSO as a beneficiary through the
financial institution holding the account.

Retirement Plan Assets: Naming BYSO as a partial,
contingent, or sole beneficiary of a retirement

plan, such as a 401(k), 403(b), IRA, Keogh, or pension
plan is a simple and tax-beneficial way to make a gift.

Life Insurance Policy: You can designate BYSO

as a beneficiary of your life insurance policy, so that
we receive the proceeds and your estate receives a
charitable income tax deduction. Additionally, if you
have a paid-up policy, you can designate BYSO as the
owner and beneficiary.

Bequests

A bequest is an immensely personal
gift, and BYSO appreciates this
significant gesture of your steadfast
belief in our mission, even beyond
your lifetime. There are a number of
ways to include BYSO in your estate
plans as a beneficiary of your will.
You can:

» Give a specific dollar amount or
a percentage of your estate

e Bequeath stock, bonds,
or real estate

+ Name BYSO as a residual
beneficiary so that we receive all
or part of the remainder of your
estate after all other bequests
have been satisfied and final
taxes paid

If you already have a will, you can
add BYSO to it by simply executing a
codicil. If you do not yet have a will,
we recommend consulting a financial
planner and are happy fo provide
any information you need fo create a
bequest that reflects your wishes of
making a lasting difference at BYSO.
